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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
for members of the
Healthy Women, Healthy Families coalition project
The Healthy Women, Healthy Families Partners (“Partners”), as reflected by their signatures below and participation in the project, agree to this Memorandum of Understanding related to Healthy Women, Healthy Families, a collaborative storytelling project and needs identification survey (the “Project”) of at least 2,000 Texas women (including young women and girls) and their families.  Partner participation in the Project is to be conducted throughout 2008, with results promoted in preparation for and during the 2009 Texas legislative session. The Partners will work together on the Project to determine specific reproductive health needs and priorities of Texas women (including young women and girls) and their families. 
Specific objectives of the Project include, but are not limited to:
· Collecting personal testimonies from at least 2,000 women and their families in Texas about their reproductive health needs and experiences with access to reproductive health and social services;
· Production of an online and print (and possibly in-person) survey which will capture what Texas women and their families identify as their top needs surrounding the issues stated above;
· Production of a comprehensive report for presentation to legislators, media and the public summarizing the results of the aforementioned survey in which the reproductive health needs of Texas women and their families are articulated in order to form and further public policy initiatives.
The following is an outline of the expectations and responsibilities of the Partners collectively and individually:

Partners collectively will:


· Establish a Steering Committee, to oversee the Project’s activities and personnel, consisting of a minimum of 3-5 representatives;
· Participate in the Project to be conducted through 2008, with results promoted in preparation for and during the 2009 Texas legislative session (further participation can be reviewed in the summer of 2009);

· Seek to reach consensus on the Project’s activities;
· Work together to achieve the objectives agreed upon and as approved by the Steering Committee;
· Meet monthly (in person or via telephone) or upon mutual agreement to discuss the progress of Project objectives;
· Work collaboratively to evaluate and/or amend objectives and work plans; 
· Implement policies to ensure compliance with federal 501(c)(3) legal limitations, as appropriate; 
· Consult with NARAL Pro-Choice Texas Foundation (NPCT Foundation) before deviating from the MOU, as NPCT Foundation will provide the budget and serve as the primary contact organization for this project;
· Immediately notify NPCT Foundation if circumstances require that a Partner withdraw from the coalition before the end of the Project (upon leaving the Project, Partners will retain joint ownership of all data they collected).
Each Partner individually will:


· Provide sufficient staff and/or volunteer hours to aid in the development of materials for the Project, as appropriate for organizations who choose to modify existing materials to best serve their constituency; 
· Ensure accuracy of, or provide, as needed, translation of survey and storytelling request  into language suitable for constituency;
· Provide sufficient staff-hours and funding (when possible) to aid in coordinating distribution and collection of surveys and storytelling forms to members of the groups constituency;
· Return all surveys and stories as soon as feasible to NPCT Foundation, so that the Project can process materials in a timely fashion, and not end up with an inordinately large amount of materials to process at the end of the Project;
· Promote the Project (via newsletter, website, email lists, word of mouth, events, etc.) to constituents;
· Attend and participate in the advisory committee’s meetings (in person or via telephone) as appropriate.

Each Partner individually will receive: 

· Joint ownership of any data collected by an individual Partner(s) for the Project through outreach efforts a partner may undertake to promote the Project;

· Prominent mention and listing as a Project Partner (unless organizational anonymity is requested) in presentations to individual and institutional funders;
· Depending upon funding, funding to send postcards, invitations or other notices to their supporters to participate in the Project;
· Recognition as a Partner (unless organizational anonymity is requested) in all materials, signs, press releases, and public communications. 

 The Partners collectively and individually agree to these stated objectives and responsibilities as outlined above.
